TAX INFORMATION

The full amount of your contribution may be deductible on
your federal tax return, with no portion being payment for

personal goods or services. For pledges up to $250 your bank
record is the only required documentation. For pledges $250

or more, retain the bank record and the tax receipt that will be
provided to you by the United Way of Eastern Frontier

Country. The IRS requires payroll deduction donors to use a
copy of their pledge form and their W2 for or final pay stub of
the year as confirmation of their pledge. Tax receipts are not

provided to payroll deduction donors by United Way.
